From the Desk of Father Dale

My dear brothers and sisters, my family in Jesus Christ our Lord:

I have always done a reflection for Easter and the Easter Season. This year I felt it is important
to do a reflection for our Lenten Journey. For many, the season of Lent is a very holy season in
our church. It is a time for preparation for Easter and a time of deep reflection, fasting, alms
giving, and prayer. A time to get ourselves ready for the greatest gift that God has prepared and
done for each one of us, our salvation.

In our parish of St. Gertrude the Great, we have many of our men who gather in their Moradas
and spend the Lenten season in prayer, alms giving, and sacrifice. They pray not only for
themselves and their families but they pray for our entire community. Lent is a time for each one
of us to reflect on our own lives and a time for us to become much more engaged in prayer, alms
giving, and sacrifice.

What is our prayer life like normally? Do we pray every day? What are the prayers we know
well and use all the time?

Do we have a relationship with God where we can tell him everything
that is going on in our lives? This is the type of prayer that pleases Him most. He really does
want to hear us tell Him all about ourselves and what is currently going on in our lives. He
knows it all before we even think about it, but he wants to hear us tell him, because this is letting
him know we love Him and are trusting in Him. We know he is interested and will help us. This
lent let’s all move ourselves deeper into prayer and place our complete trust in God and His
mercy.

As a parish; we will have a mass every Friday at 6:00 pm followed by the Stations of the Cross.
We will continue our daily masses at 7:30 am Monday through Friday with a Mass in Honor of
Mary our Mother every Saturday at 8:00 am. Our Sunday mass schedule will continue as
normal. Our Sunday Vigil Mass at 4:00 pm on Saturday, and our 9:00 am Spanish mass, 11:00
am and 5:00 pm on Sundays. Our greatest prayer is the Holy Sacrifice of the mass. An
extension of the Holy Mass is our Adoration of our Lord. The Chapel of Our Lady of the Valley
is open twenty four hours a day for each one of us to come and spend some personal time with
our Lord.

Daily prayer as a family in the domestic church is most pleasing to God. Do we make daily
prayer as a family a normal and constant part of our daily lives? Prayer before and after each
meal. A prayer as a family such as the Holy Rosary in a consistent time schedule. Do we do any
prayers as a family for sick family members or others in our community? Do we pray as a
family for special needs in our family and our community?

Daily personal prayer; of these types of prayer, adoration of our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament
at The Chapel of our Lady of the Valley is the greatest. Might we consider making a
commitment to adore one hour per week and have our name added to the list of committed
adorers? Morning and night daily prayer is very important. We need to offer our day to our
Lord and thank Him at the end of the day for all of his gifts of that day. The Holy Rosary is
second only to Adoration of the Most Blessed Sacrament at the Chapel.

Lenten Practices To offer to Our Heavenly Father / A Preparation for a Holy Easter

Lent is a time to change, to be renewed, to be freed from sin and all that is not good in our lives so that our
hearts may be made more worthy of Jesus. All sin is directed against GOD...SELF...or OTHER PEOPLE
and there are three corresponding ways to be reconciled and overcome these sins; PRAYER... FASTING...
and ALMSGIVING. Resolutions during the 40 days of Lent are valuable for making up for sin and renewing
relationships with all, while living a holier life with Jesus our Lord God and Savior.

Possible Lenten Resolutions

SINS AGAINST GOD: We make up for these sins by PRAYER.

Il Pray the family Rosary every night. (Get extended family back together!)

2. Attend daily Mass as a Family, or a couple of daily Masses a week besides Sunday.

2 Be extremely obedient to Our Beloved Heavenly by keeping holy the Lord’s day by worshiping
Him every Sunday of the year.

4. Take 15 minutes a day for quiet, personal time, simply visiting with our Lord Jesus, talk to Him
in a personal way, and then...be sure and listen as He speaks to your heart.

St Read the Bible for 20 minutes a day with your spouse, children, or a friend. Discuss what you

read and ask the Holy Spirit to guide you in understanding.

Pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet daily.

Make a Holy Hour regularly in adoration of our Lord Jesus in our Adoration Chapel.

Praying morning and evening prayers each day.

Seek the forgiveness and mercy of Jesus by making a good confession. If it has been many
years the priest will be very happy to help you to receive this wonderful gift of love and
mercy, peace and reconciliation.

10.  Pray the Stations of the Cross each Friday in the Church remembering the suffering of Jesus.
11.  Thank God daily in prayer for His goodness to you.

SO COREIECH

Prayer is the great gift which renews our life in Jesus and daily opens our hearts to the abundant graces which
God desires to pour out into our life. Pray WELL and find great strength and peace within!

SINS AGAINST SELF: We make up for this sin by FASTING (or other acts of self-denial).

Il Remember to abstain from eating any meat on Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays during Lent.
Fasting from food is required for Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Fasting can also be from
some special kind of food you enjoy like sweets, coffee, bread with your meal, ice cream, or
whatever you enjoy. Self-denial builds self-control.

Fasting from television, computer, internet, i-phones etc. and make better use of time.

Make time for family instead of using it for your “own time” and doing things you like to do.
Fast from alcohol. (And ONLY in moderation after Lent.)

Stay away from the Casino and use your money in works of charity.

Only buy what you need, and not merely what you want.

Eat more simply.

Deny yourself a night out or a movie.

Examine your life and look at what you like to do, eat, places you like to go, things you like to
have... and deny yourself any of these.
